GRADING POLICIES: Beginning in the 2009-2010 academic year, Shelby High School teachers are required to use the
unified grading scale: (minimum percentage for each grade) A-90%, B-80%, C-70%, D-60%. Previous to this school year,
each individual teacher could utilize their own grading scale. Final grades for semester courses, as indicated on the
transcript, are the average of each nine-week grade (40% each) and the final exam grade (20%).

Grade point averages and class rank are based on a 4.0 scale; however, certain upper level courses in English,
mathematics, social studies and science are weighted by adding .05 to the un-weighted cumulative GPA. Weighted courses
are indicated by “*”” on the transcript.
